ZWWWIHIIIINNNNGGG noise.

This is the scariest move a wulfen can do! Begin
with a prowl, then a stalking walk. Puff yourself
up as big as you can, flex your claws, let out a
mighty roar, bend your knees, stretch out your
arms in front of you, pull the air towards you
with your fingers and then crouch down to the
ground as quickly as you can while letting out
your best snarl.

Your fear has changed me. The way you cowered makes me realise | no longer want people to be
afraid of me and | no longer want to be a bad-tempered bully. That taste of power, the glory in their
terror, is gone. From now on (Sighs) | shall be a vegetarian wolf.
