»  �Families who were given tips on using 
our Bookstart Baby Packs were twice 
as likely to strongly agree that the 
packs positively changed the way  
they shared books, stories and rhymes  
with their baby. 

» � �Families who remember a partner  
explaining their BookTrust packs  
to them, or have a demonstration  
are more likely to read books and  
share stories more with their  
children (90% vs 75%)
